Hammonton is getting a little greener with the addition of
Renergy Inc. With a move from Buena Vista Township to 10

Even the selling value of a home
increases, roughly $20,000 for every $1,000 in savings from a
solar system, according to the Chicago Appraisal Institute.

A five to seven year payback is positive news, but not if the
system will only last a few years beyond that timeline.
Fortunately, Renergy uses today’s most advanced solar
energy systems, making them extremely durable and able to
sustain 30 to 40 years of use.

“Our goals as a company are simple...to provide the most cost
effective and efficient product to our customers,” Heather Duro
said.

For large, non-residential property owners, Renergy also
supplies financing for those who want to convert to solar
energy but don’t have the money up front.

In addition to the many financial benefits, converting to a
renewable resource is a great way to help the environment.
According to Renergy, a typical 5 kilowatt system on a home
is equal to planting 30 acres of trees, not driving 237,000
miles or removing almost 165,000 Ibs. of CO2 from the
atmosphere.

When asked about the eco-conscious times we are entering,
Heather Duro said she feels that it's great to see people
gaining more individual awareness of the impact they each
have on the planet.

“If everyone can make a small change in their lifestyle by
carpooling, recycling, or using alternative fuels and renewable
energy such as solar, the environmental impact would be
great,” she said.

From their new location they are very excited to see the
impact they will have on the community. “We want our clients
to not only see an impact on their electric bills but to realize
the greater impact it will have on our environment as well. The
word will spread and all will be the better for it,” Heather Duro
said.
